Incomplete applications will not be processed

Make sure your that:

1. all sections of the application are completed (pages are double sided);

2. every person (18 years of age or older) who is named in the application signs it;

3. financial information relating to all persons named in the application (18 years of age or older) is provided;

4. if the source of income, at the time of application is from a government source such as E.I. or Ontario Works, include a copy of the most recent statement of benefits; 

5. If you are separated or divorced and have custodial rights or visiting rights for the children, enclose a copy of the court document(s) to support your request for accommodation for the children.

Upon receipt of your application, your application will be date stamped and referred to the Membership Committee for review

The Membership Committee meets once a month to review applications.  Once your application is reviewed and accepted by the Membership Committee, it will be submitted to the Board of Directors for final approval.  You will receive a letter advising whether your application was approved or not.  Once your application is approved your name will be placed on our waiting list.  

Member Responsibilities

Members must,

Pay housing charges regularly on the first day of every month.

Keep the unit in good shape and report any damages.

Provide financial information for income verification to access government subsidies.

Attend all annual, special and cluster meetings.

Pay a deposit of $500 (payment may be spread over the first 10 months with minimum payment of $50 per month) on allotment of a unit.  This amount is refundable when a member leaves, less any damages.

Give not less than 70 days written notice of withdrawal (moving out).  The last day ending the last day of the month.

Devote at least two (2) hours a month to the Co-op in the form of committee work, maintenance, or other tasks as determined.

Reside in the unit.  (The unit can only be occupied by those named on the housing agreement).

Not sub-let the unit.  (Sub-letting is prohibited)

Dalhousie Co-Op does not provide a fridge or stove with any unit.

I authorize Dalhousie Co-operative to undertake a credit check and verify all information given in this application and I authorize any person, corporation or social agency having the information, to release it to Dalhousie Co-operative.  
I understand that I will sign the Housing Agreement before I move into my unit, and that on move-in day or earlier, I will pay by certified cheque, cash, or money order the amount of $500.00 to cover the Member Loan, or I will formally agree to pay this amount in no more than ten (10) monthly installments.
